GeM training and expert Mr. Amrendra Kumar well presented an overview of GeM's objectives and its
role in digitizing government procurement processes. Presentation and interactive session covered
topics such as registration procedures for buyers and sellers, navigating the platform of GeM, placing
orders and managing transactions. Mr. Kumar emphasized objective behind the origin of GeM, said that
it is a reflection of the commitment of the Indian Government to curb corruption malpractices in the
public sector. He also shared Statistics show that there are one hundred forty-nine thousand eight
hundred twenty-seven primary buyers on GeM. While the number of sellers and service providers are
Eight million five hundred eighty-one thousand seven hundred thirty-one. There are twelve thousand
eleven types of product categories and three hundred twenty-two types of service categories on GeM.
As a result, till now six million two hundred seventy-nine thousand nine hundred twenty-five orders have
been placed through GeM. Whose gross merchandise value is more than 4 lakhs 3 thousands crores.

NIOS facilitated discussions on the importance of GeM in promoting transparency, efficiency and cost-
effectiveness in government procurement. Participants gained insights into compliance requirements,



digital payment mechanisms and the integration of GeM with other government initiatives. All the staff
of NIOS headquarters and regional centers participated in this program.

Throughout the training, participants had the opportunity to ask queries and clarified doubts also with
expert of GeM (Government e-Marketplace). The event concluded with a reaffirmation of the benefits
of GeM in transforming procurement practices and empowering stakeholders.
